Group Roles

All group members are responsible for developing content, writing the scripts, and performing. Each group member needs to also take on one of the following roles.

Producer – 1 person _________________________________ 

· Coordinates work through the whole project

· Runs daily meeting – first 10 minutes to set (in writing) daily goals for the group 
· Ensures the group is on task for all work periods
· Coordinates communication, homework, and extra rehearsal time as needed
· Coordinates group binder with attendance, scripts, daily goal logs and any other documentation from other group members

· Films and submits weekly reports (through email to bronwyn.mcleod@peelsb.com)
Director – 1 person ____________________________________

· Coordinates artistic vision for the performance

· Supports others through script writing to ensure each scene is fully developed and long enough

· Directs each scene, including verbal and physical action (blocking), ensuring the performance is polished and precise

· Ensures everyone’s lines are memorized
· Coordinates with Tech designer and Costume/Props master to identify needs

Technical Designer – 1 person ___________________________________ 

· Works with Director to design a set that is meaningful and effective for performance

· Works with Director to plan lighting, sound, and any other tech for each scene; coordinates any resources, including devices for performance
· Prepares a prompt book -- a complete script with all the technical cues noted, including:

· Diagram of set up for each scene, listing all set pieces and who will move them on and off (set/strike)

· Sound cues, and who will run them

· Lighting cues, and who will run them
Costume designer and Properties Master – 1 person ________________________________

· Meets with director to identify the props and costumes needed for each scene and prepares a complete list

· Assigns responsibilities for bringing in props and costumes, and follows up to be sure they have all arrived are stored properly, and are accessible
· Ensures all props and costumes are available before dress rehearsal through to performance day
· Works with tech designer to prepare prompt book, indicating prop and costume cues
